way line. It is known that Zimbabwean armed forces are

-already stationed along the length of the route linking Zim- -
babwe with Malawi via the north-west of Mozambique.:

President Julius Nyerere agréed
to send the troops when he met Mozambican President
Samora Machel and Zimbabwe's Pres’dent Robert
Mugabe in Harare on June 12,
