2 MNR bandlts surrender
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TWO bandits of the South
African-backed MNR have
surrendered to the authori-
ties in Mozambique’s north-
ernmost province of Cabo
Delgado, taking advantage of
the amnesty law passed by
the Mozambican parliament
in December, reports Tues-
day’s edition of the daily pa-
per, Noticias.

Mariamo Napuessa (34)
said he joined the MNR in
1984 and took part in the de-
struction of 10 villages. He
said that he has killed more
than 23 people in the dis-
tricts of Ancuabe and Na-
mino in the southern part of
Cabo Delgado.

The other bandit, Alberto

Merrope (40) who joined
the MNR in August 1985,
said he had hacked two peo-
ple to death with a machete
and had taken part in a large
number of acts of theft and
looting.

Neither of the two bandits
was carrying a firearm when
they surrendered. This had
strengthened the belief that
the bandits in Cabo Delgado
were short of weapons and
relied heavily on cold steel in
