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® The army, supported by a contingent of
Zimbabwean trocops, has retaken the northern
torcer town of Milange in Zambezia province,
Poriuguese news agency Lusa reported on 7
June, quoting military sources in Maputo. The
tcwn was recaptured on 4 June, together with
the neighbouring villages cf Tacuane, Lingue,
Chilomo, Mongue and Munhamade, the
sources said. The success of the joint
offensive represents a ma-or setback for the
rebel Mozambiaue National Resistance (MNR),
which has held Milange since 1986 and used it
as a main base for its attacks in the north. The
military sources would not provide casualty :
figures, but the MNR claimed in the week
ending 3 June that it had killed 47
Mozamuican, seven Zimtatbwean and 12
Tanzaman soldiers and two British
paratrcopers dunng the ofensive. The
prescence of UK troops in Mozambique was
g'y deried on 5 June by ambassador to
armes Allan.
