He blamed rhe implemenrinq com-
mittee, úaired by r-LIN reprãsenta-'
tive, for the delay aod occused Renarno
of failing to appoint 1 permanent rep-
resentative to the committee, which
has to inform rhe governrnenr ind Re-
nrmo of the routes and destinations of
aid.
